All packages, crates, papers, etc., relative to the shipment must reflect the FMS case designator 
and FMS requisition number. The Case designator can be found in the last 3 digits of the 
supplementary address field. 
 
Important: Packing, crating and handling of property is only required to the extent necessary for 
release to the commercial carrier for delivery to the freight handler.  Packing and crating for 
shipping overseas is not required. 
 
 
Consolidation (Multi Pac) 
 
Consolidation of line items is allowed as long as the line items are under the same FMS Case and have 
the same Mark Code (MFC). MFC is indicated as the fourth (4) digit in the requisition number. 
 
 
Marking and Labeling 
 
All shipments must include three (3) copies of the shipping documents inside the packages and one (1) 
copy outside the package. 
Labels must be attached to the packages and show the following information:

•  FMS Case: 
•  Requisition Number: 
•  Multi Pac (if any)
